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Although Bonnie asked me to write this article for the Southern Comfort, I think that our club magazine is the 
obvious choice when thanking the people who have supported me so far. 

2009 is shaping up to be an even busier year than 2008. Some of you may or may not know that, from my 
performance in a number of select events with Tony Quinn (VIP Dog Food motorsport Legend), that Tony 
and I have a full racing calendar planned together. 

Here is a little snippet of our year so far… 

Targa Wrest Point  (Hobart) – Jan 28th – Feb 2nd 

We headed off to Tasmania to do some extended testing at 
Baskerville Raceway in the new R35 Nissan GTR. A brand 
new vehicle always presents a few little extra challenges. 
Redesigning the seats and footplate to suit a 5 foot 4 inch 
co-driver, and from a teamwork perspective, a slight change 
in our style of note-calling. 

On reflection, our hire car, a Hyundai Getz, was probably a 
poor choice for a recce car, particularly as the bumps and 
off camber corners certainly were NOT felt, or even seen in 
the rally car. Our most important notes were the crests, 
which we both worked very hard on, and which I believe, 
ultimately gave us the edge. 

Greg Garwood and John Allen driving a Porsche GT3 RS, were always going to be our biggest threat, with 
intimate local knowledge, well sorted machinery and dare devil antics. 

For those who have competed in rallies before, there is a period between stages where co-drivers can get 
out at controls, particularly when there is any delay and compare previous stage times. It seems though, at 
this level the top 5 or so teams have information streamed in, via mobile phones and the like, keeping us in 
touch with the latest results. We were no different, with my hubby sending through our results as soon as 
they hit the event website. 

The car was awesome. Now some of you may say that the term ‘awesome’ can be a little over used by some 
people, but this car was 4 seconds a lap quicker around Queensland Raceway (out of the box) than Tony’s 
last car a Porsche GT3, and believe you me, that car took my breathe away from its relentless acceleration. 
From stage 1 on, this event it was like Classic Adelaide was only the weekend before, and we worked 
together like clockwork, only this clock was ticking a hell of a lot faster than the Ford Sierra! At the end of 
Day 1 we were sitting just 14 seconds behind Garwood/Allen and just 6 seconds in front of Jim Richards and 
Barry Oliver in their Porsche GT2.  

We managed to close to within 2 seconds of the leaders with 1 stage to go. I asked Tony if he wanted to 
know the results. Now most of us would say yes, but Tony has been in this position many times and tried just 
that bit too hard and come unstuck trying to chase that elusive 1 or 2 seconds. So in his wisdom he elected 
to not know how far behind we were and we just ‘did our best’. A good policy, especially when your safety is 
in someone else’s hands, but frustrating none-the-less. 

The final result was extremely close, Garwood and co-driver Allen were exceptionally crazy, resulting in a 
great battle to the end. There were certainly no hard feelings as Garwood held on for a 3 second victory. (It 
was only fitting he shouted us dinner don’t you think!) As a personal highlight I got to meet quite a number of 
people who would be considered motorsport royalty. 

Rally Tasmania (Burnie) – Feb 13th – Feb 15th  

A week home then off again. There was immense pressure leading into this rally, Tony was there for the win 
only. Our Pacenoting was going to be the key. For a change we had three days in a Commodore and that 
was great, it enabled us to maintain a better pace without pushing, and the size of the car was similar to the 
Nissan. 

This time there would be lots of crews capable of winning this event. The roads here were better suited to 
Richard’s GT2 and he certainly wouldn’t let the turbo problems he suffered in the Wrest Point event 
resurface. Tony Longhurst, winner of the 2008 event, was also a danger man and local crew of Tasmanian 
brothers, the Vandenberg’s, were going to be a real threat. 

With only 3 stages on the Friday afternoon, it was difficult to get into any rhythm. 



Despite this we kept in touch with Jim Richards, only 3 seconds in arrears. We were able to gain a lot of 
information about the speed of our competition, and using this, we were able to plan our level of maximum 
attack on the second day. 

We knew the Hellyer-Leslie and Leslie-Hellyer stages were the key to the days stages, a good result here 
meant staying in touch with the leaders, a lazy run could cost dearly on the time sheets. We pipped Richards 
by just a second on both of these stages. The surprise packet for us was our run over the tight and twisty 
stages 5&6 in both directions over Savage River which gave us a 5 second advantage over Richards…not 
what we expected as he was expected to do better in the tighter stages and us on the start-stop and slippery 
stages. 

We began day 3 with a 1.9 second lead and with our narrow defeat in Targa Wrest Point still fresh in our 
minds, we attacked the stages with aggression and determination. As the times were rolling in from our 
scoring team back at home the results were the same, we won a stage by a whisker then Richards would pip 
us back, the bloke was not going to lie down. Then on SS16 a real shock, Richard beat us on Mt Roland 2, a 
stage which we had narrowly beaten him on just 3 stages earlier, by a massive 5 seconds. This practically 
halved our lead, and there was still over 11 minutes of racing left to go. We decided that we weren’t going to 
be bridesmaids again and went for it, knowing Richards would not be likely to make any mistakes. Barry 
Oliver (Richards’ co-driver) came over with 1 stage to go (now this was either a tactic or genuine good 
sportsmanship) and wished us the best of luck over the final nail-bighting stage Cethana of 8.7kms. As we 
were first on the road, we had an agonising (and I mean agonising) 5 minute wait (which seemed like forever) 
for the results to filter in. When my mobile phone played my little SMS sound, we were nearly too scared to 
read the message, but when we did… OMG…we had held on for our first victory! We had been beaten by 
Richards on the last stage, but only by 0.2secs. The final result giving us the overall victory of 4.4 secs, the 
closest in the events history. Barry had said they gave the last stage their all (and drivers don’t usually say 
that kind of thing). 

The 45 minute drive back to finish, mostly silent, allowed 
the results of the weekend to sink in. Little did I know the 
boys at home (Lachlan & Adam) were dancing around 
the lounge like lunatics, drinking red cordial and 
bouncing off the walls (they were so proud). Adam in that 
time however had started on my acceptance speech for 
the presentation dinner (knowing full well I hadn’t 
counted my chickens and written one in advance). 

We got to spray some very nice champagne (bloody 
waste I reckon) and our faces I’m sure would show our 
relief. Tony had to head back to Queensland on urgent 
business, so it was up to me to represent the team… 
which I think went off really well. 

In my acceptance speech, I had the opportunity to thank my previous drivers that I had been with. Being with 
Team VIP has meant a whole new level of personal commitment. I’m certainly not complaining, but I think its 
good to realise these events are not just a day ‘here and there’ throughout the year. I now take weeks off at 
a time to plan, recce and compete at these events. Every dazzling career has its costs. I am just glad my 
boys support me whilst I’m following my dream. It makes it easier to know they do. 

Finally, a major relief to me, Lachlan celebrated his 7th birthday while I was at Rally Tas. (I think that means 
he is finally old enough to look after my hubby! At least there’s one responsible person in the house ;-)
