Who could believe | would ever be on the front
page of the Adelaide Advertiser? Or interviewed by
Sunrise and the ABC radio and KG and Nova.
Endless exposure and | thanked Southern Districts
Car Club for showing me the right way each time.

It means a lot that family and friends support my
crazy dreams of being the best Co-Driver | can be.

We arrived back late Monday, after the trophy
presentation lunch and media frenzy.

A quick overview.

The car is a R35 Nissan GTR V Spec, our third
race in this car together. We did Targa Wrest Point
in January, 2nd Outright by 2 secs; Rally Tasmania
in February, 1st Outright by 12 secs and now
Targa Tasmania 1st Outright by 5min 58secs.

It wasn't an easy race, the top 5 cars were exceptionally quick and unbelievably close. We heard the rumours that
suggested we won because 'its just the car'. But those who knew (and those that counted) knew otherwise.

In the car, the pressure was immense...l personally, found it hard to keep my emotions in check. Adam suggested |
write these 5 letters on my hand and look at them whenever | was down, 'HTFUP'. Google it if you like, the first bit is
naughty, the last letter is for 'Princess'.

We weren't even sure if we were going to start. During a last minute pre-event safety check, a wheel sensor was broken.
This became a very big problem and very political. Nissan Australia didn't want to know us, and refused to help in any
way. The car was imported from Japan via New Zealand as a competition vehicle, long before Nissan Australia was

able to supply one. It was then that fellow competitors Jeff & Nerida Beable came to our rescue, and we were able to
borrow one of their spares.

In three very important stages, our car went into 'Limp Home' mode. Once because the brake fluid had boiled, which
was rectified with new pads and a brake bleed. Second time the ABS/Traction Control had a 'hissy-fit' and it had as
much power as my grandma's diesel Gemini. Third time, we had no idea. Worst of all, it unsettles the team inside the
car, and frustrated the service crew.

After a week of Reconnaissance, we centered our focus on the 'VIP ride day' at the Symmons Plains Raceway. My job
was easy, strap the people in, Tony's job, scare the pants off them on 3 hot laps. In reality this became a great
opportunity to test the car.

1st day (Leg 0) in Targa is the Temco Prologue in Georgetown. Joke with Barry Oliver. The results of this stage
determine the event starting order from slowest to fastest. We were mindful of needing to be in the top ten cars (so as
not to become caught behind slower vehicles in the stages), but were keen to 'fly under the radar' a little with our rivals.
Job well done, despite massive brake fade in the stage we were 7th fastest, and arranged for new brake pads to be
fitted overnight.

2nd day (Leg 1) 9:40am report time. Joke with Barry Oliver. We knew we had to be on the pace early. The first three
stages, whilst competitive stages, virtually became 'warm ups' as the base times (the times set by a 132km/h average
speed) were, for the entire modern field, easily achievable and therefore had no time penalty. Luck was a little on our
side, as this gave us the chance to 'bed' the brakes in properly. By the 4th stage things hotted up, we couldn't believe
the carnage, there were cars off into the scenery everywhere. At the end of the first day we were keen to be well within
touch of the leaders, and we were, except we found ourselves leading by 6 seconds. This came as a real surprise as
we expected to lose time in the dry, and be a real threat in the wet.

3rd Day (Leg 2) 9:38am report time. Joke with Barry Oliver, and a nice, icy cold walk to wake me up. Being an
endurance event we were mindful Targa could not be won on one stage, but assessing the speed of so many other cars,
we were acutely aware we couldn't relax, the race had only just begun. By this point there were still 4 cars all within 10
seconds of the lead.

4th Day (Leg 3) Joke with Barry Oliver. The pace was relentless, Jim Richards, Targa Legend was breaking records on
stages by multiple seconds, stages he held the records for in the same car he was racing this year. But do you think he
was the fastest, no way, the crews of White, Weeks, Jones and ourselves were going just as quick and in some cases
even quicker. The intensity began to show and Richards and Jones both crashed.

Day 5 (Leg 4) Launceston to Strahan. Joke with Jason White. Good luck hugs from Kevin Weeks. We were heading for
the 'wild west'. The stages climbed over the mountains and a number of the latter stages became, for the first time,
damp. This was where we had our chance to impress on the score sheet. Despite a bent front wheel we began to
stretch away from the majority of the field. However, Kevin Weeks in the Lamborghini had made his move too, leading



at the end of the day by 8 seconds. We had another little share of luck, our drive belt which was shredding was causing
us some concern. It did wait until the last stage of the day (on the finish line), and out of our mountain of spare parts
(this was pretty much our only spare part) we changed it, now ready for the final day assault.

Day 6 (Leg 6) Hugs with Kevin Weeks. No jokes today. So after leading (or joint leading) the first 22 stages, then trailing
by as much as 16 seconds in stages 23-34, we had come down to the final day. 5 stages, about 100kms of competition
left and trailing by 8 seconds overall. We knew we needed to throw down the gauntlet early, if we could assert some
'scoreboard pressure' before the massive 47km stage of Mt Arrowsmith, then 'Weeksy' would need to drive that stage
fully committed, knowing there would be large amounts of time to be won or lost. Buoyed by the awesome support from
our fellow competitors and countless well wishers we set off on a damp track, up the hill and out of Strahan. The results
were SMS'd in by our support crew, we had won the stage by 12 seconds and retaken the lead. The next stage was
Queenstown, a tight hair pinned hill climb to an open, slippery downhill finish. We passed another competitor at the 7km
mark and knew we were flying. Awesome driving, but now with no phone service we had no idea how we were placed.
We were preparing ourselves for 20 plus minutes of intense concentration and effort, when the old fashioned competitor
‘grapevine' kicked in. One of the crews behind us rushed up to tell us they had passed Weeks, crashed on the side of
the road, was it true, we could hardly believe it. Some quick calculations and we knew we had a substantial gap behind
us. This meant the pressure was off for Mt Arrowsmith, we kept a reasonable pace and enjoyed the drive. When the
phone service came back, it was confirmed, a 6 minute lead and 3 stages to go. Obviously every rattle and squeak was
listened to with anxiety, but the car performed faultlessly and we cruised to the end whilst maintaining our 6 minute lead.

At the start of the last stage we were 2km in and Tony says “I'm not listening to you....Oh F... lucky | heard 4R @
arrows.... mmmm not listening hey lets finish the rally before we joke around...” We stopped at the end to give Klarke
and Tony huge hugs for finishing 4th and only panicked a little when the 999 car passed us. We had to make it back
before them. No worries. Job well done! Adam was waiting nervously at the end. He looked just like he looked on our
wedding day, his eyes filled with tears of joy, excitement and pride. It was an awesome feeling knowing my best friend
was there to celebrate with me.

Lachlan loves the idea that his Mum is a Co-Driver. As much as he misses me when I'm away, his Dad is truly a rock for
him. The father/son relationship is overwhelming, and | can't thank mum and my friends enough for the support they
give us by helping with looking after our angel. He enjoys our achievements as much as we do. Personally | think he

likes the time away as well and | know he thinks the trophy's are his.

Tony and | will continue this year to try and be the winners, but as you know the competition is fierce. The timing is
perfect. We are really testing the GTR. Hopefully now Tony has bought an Aussie one and we will get the support... On
to Targa West.
