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Robertstown Rally 2009 - Wildcat Diesel Walky 100

The Wildcat Diesel Walky 100
was held on the #7June 2009 at
Robertstown. A total of 25 cars
entered the event including ARC
competitors, Eli Evans and
Brendon Reeves. Following a dry
recce on the previous Sunday,
Rally Power Motorsport were
hoping for a similar result as at the
ASP Tarmac Rally.

On the Friday night a few teams,
including ourselves stayed at the
Kapunda Caravan Park. The word
was the Stages had become
extremely wet and slippery, which
was evident on all the recce cars
covered in mud!

The Saturday morning arrived, and even before ¥eategot underway we struck problems, getting taef® and
the car trailer bogged at service park. As a redfutie previous weeks rain, sections of stagedtée cut out.

Stage 1, saw One Big Hill return with the famouslérjumps, plus a new sharp jump half way throtighstage.
Some caution was taken through the stage, as uashoev slippery the stage was. Last time throughthree
jumps was in the old charade, so coming down taégsit a lot quicker this time around.

16 seconds to Russell Marker.

At service, light pods were mounted and a quiclckhs# the front found the wiring loom was at risknoelting on
the exhaust.

Last pass of One Big Hill, setting the same timé&asprevious run, with no problems except a sswle sliding
wide on the exit of the first'5gear left hander that drops down a crest aftestie.



Once Who's Julia and Roast Lite were underway timhad set. Slightly struggling with a flickeringht and,
halfway through roast with a spot light that hadken from its mounts, Russell Marker had stretachedyap to
over 10 seconds. After another 30min service vatertape holding one spot light in, the rally dteva close,
finishing with a repeat of Who's Julia and Roagelin the dark.

It was a great result, to finish the day 16 secdredind Russell Marker and ®utright, with Eli Evans, Brendon
Reeves and Matt Selley occupying the top threetipasirespectively.
