My first year as an SDCC Member 
 
While I have been around the club since 2006, the first year we 
sponsored the Kuitpo Forest Rally, I hadnôt really participated in 
any SDCC roles before nor had I become a member until this year.   
 
It was during the organisation of the 2009 asp / Cut Price Adelaide 
Hills Tarmac Rally that I saw an opening where my knowledge 
could assist.  I felt that the timing on the AHTR could be improved, 
as I was disappointed that the major officials and organising 
committee had not been able to participate in the 2008 AHTR 
presentation dinner as they were calculating results until quite late 
that evening.  There had to be a better way.  So during the after 
event debriefing of 2008, I stuck my hand up and asked if I could 
investigate ways of improving the process and I received a resounding yes.  So I set about looking into 
options.  After a few months of investigation and finding quotes we ran a stage test using the Tag 
Heuer timing clocks at the 2008 Southern Rally.  This proved to be rather successful and we found the 
clocks very easy to use and the light beams very accurate and responsive. 
 

The 2009 AHTR committee approved the purchase of 10 
Tag Heuer clocks and 3 light beams and gave me the role of 
using the system at the inaugural asp Mount Alma Mile ï 
without any backup system in place, so it had to work.  The 
timing of Mount Alma Mile went off without a hitch and the 
Tag Heuer software was so easy to use and live timing 
results were available in the canteen.  Michael made the 
statement that the Top 12 shoot out would not have been 
possible if we didnôt have the Tag Heuer system ï we knew 
which cars were progressing to the shootout 30 seconds 
after the last car finished.  
 
So we had our test and smiles all round ï now letôs see what 
else we could use the clocks for.   
 

 
Round 1 of the Autocross State Championships was the next event ï and we believe this was the first 
time that live results were available at an Autocross event ï the competitors and spectators could now 
see the running times of each car while on course.  
 
Then we had the 2009 asp / Cut Price Adelaide Hills Tarmac 
Rally.  We set the beams and clocks at the start and finish of 
each stage on each day, then had an asp timing car collect 
the results onto a laptop and e-mail them back to rally control ï 
this allowed us to calculate the stage times and display them at rally control before the cars returned to 
service park.  Not only had this been the fastest result collection for a rally in SA, it had a significant 
reduction of competitor protests as the drivers could see their times accurately.  All major officials had 
a delicious meal at the presentation dinner this year and I was very pleased with that outcome. 
 
We have used the Tag Heuer equipment at these other events this year as well: Robertstown Rally ï 
single stage timing (for Roast Lite stage); July Khanacross at Lanac; August Khanacross at Lanac; 
August Motorkhana at Monarto; SA Khanacross Championships at Lanac; asp Kuitpo Forest 
Rallysprint; November Khanacross at Lanac; Classic Adelaide average speed control on Paris Creek 
(a first for SA) and the November Dirt Motorkhana at Lanac ï 12 events in one year for a new timing 
system. 
 
 



So my first year as an SDCC member has been a rather full one ï 19 days of officiating, setup and 
processing as well as the AHTR committee, an official license upgrade to Bronze is in process and 
organisation of the 2010 asp Mount Alma Mile and 2010 asp / Cut Price Adelaide Hills Tarmac Rally is 
well underway, but the big event is still to come: the 2010 Shane and Heather Dirt Motorkhana at 
Lanac.

At the January General Meeting discussion was held on the SDCC Constitution with the 
following amendments proposed.   
 
A vote on both motions will be held at the MARCH General Meeting on Wednesday 10th March 
 

Clause 16 Southern Districts Car Club is a not for Profit Organisation - (to be added) 

The Southern Districts Car Club is a non profit organisation and as such the assets and 

income of SDCC shall be applied solely in furtherance of its above mentioned objects and 

no portion shall be distributed directly or indirectly to its members except as bona fide 

compensation for services rendered or expenses incurred on its behalf.

Rationale 

As SDCC will shortly apply for GST status, it was suggested by David Charlton (Treasurer) that 

the SDCC Constitution should clearly state that SDCC is a not for profit organisation.  

 
Clause 17 Dissolution - (to be added) 

In the event of the Southern Districts Car Club being dissolved, the amount that remains 

after such dissolution and the satisfaction of all debts and liabilities shall be transferred to 

another organisation with similar purposes which is not carried on for the profit or gain of 

its individual members. Similarly the funds may be given to a charity. This decision to be 

made by a majority of members.

Rationale 

In the event of the dissolution of SDCC, in accordance with being a not for profit organisation, a 

process must be specified for the disposal of any remaining assets after payment of any debts 

and liabilities. 

NOTE: There is nothing sinister in this proposal, just a formalisation of the dissolution process.
